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ABSTRACT

Authors are requested to submit online an abstract in pdf format for the MULTIFLOW Summer School on “Advection-dominated interfacial flows,” to be held 16-20 July 2012 in Volos, Greece. The abstract should consist of 200-400 words of text followed by the references, and may also include figures and equations. The Abstract has to be written in English with a Times New Roman 11 points font single spaced. The author who will present the contribution should be indicated by an asterisk [1]. 

All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written centered, in 10pt Roman, with upper and lower case letters [2].
